B). To approve disbursements and/or prepaid for September 15, 2022 to October 19, 2022. 

A review of the disbursements and/or prepaids for September 15, 2022 to October 19, 2022 was made. EMS disbursements were $79,985.32, Fire disbursements were $30,938.43 and Grant disbursements were $13,601.17. A motion to approve the September 15, 2022 to October 19, 2022 disbursements was made by Commissioner Forneris, motion was seconded by Commissioner Grupe.  Motion passed 3-0.

C). To approve the financial statements for the period ending September 30, 2022. 


Accountant Garza went over the financial statements for the period ending September 30, 2022.  Mr. Garza explained the Cash and investments were $1,203,224 which was $44,102 lower than this time last year when the District had $1,247,326 in cash and investments.  Mr. Garza also explained that the tax receivables have been coming in strong and the tax receivables were consistent for the fiscal year ending period–tax receivables were $83,858 up $7,625 from the prior year $77,504.  Mr. Garza reported revenue of $1,123,996 and expenditures for Fire $434,406 and EMS was $545,412, grant expenditures of $189,552 for a total expenditures of $1,169,370, thus a revenue less than expenditures of $(45,374) for the period ending September 30, 2022.  After the discussion, a motion was made to approve the financial statements for the period ending September 30, 2022 by Commissioner Grupe, motion was seconded by Commissioner Forneris, motion passed 3-0.
