CALL TO ORDER & DETERMINATION OF A QUORUM.

DISCUSSION AND/OR ACTION: Public Hearing – Notice of Public Hearing on Tax Increase.


Opened public hearing at 8:00 a.m.  Accountant Garza went over the budget with revenue at $1,311,062 and expenditures at $1,285,681 with a net revenue over expenditures of $25,381.   Mr. Garza explained that a .091563 which results in a $3.74 increase.

Berry with VFIS was ill due to a surgery, was not able to come.  EMS Director Diana Bluntzer went over the insurance, very close overall with worker’s compensation being cheaper with TML.  This item will be decided at the next meeting.

DISCUSSION AND/OR ACTION:  Audit Proposal from Noel Snedeker, CPA for 2023-2024 fiscal year.

That time again for the audit, Mr. Garza said we would be ready for our September 30, 2023 fiscal year.  A motion to approve Mr. Snedeker, CPA for the audit proposal for the 2023-2024 fiscal years as made by Commissioner Swetish, seconded by Commissioner Grupe.  Motion passed 3-0.
