A review of the August 24, 2022 regular board meeting minutes, after the review, a motion to approve the August 24, 2022 regular board meeting minutes as made by Commissioner Grupe, the motion was seconded by Commissioner Hermann, motion passed 4-0.
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B). To approve disbursements and/or prepaid for August 25, 2022 to September 14, 2022. 

A review of the disbursements and/or prepaids for August 25, 2022 to September 14, 2022 was made. EMS disbursements were $26,445.41, Fire disbursements were $15,160.35 and Grant disbursements were $4,800.00. A motion to approve the August 25, 2022 to September 14, 2022  disbursements was made by Commissioner Herrmann, motion was seconded by Commissioner Forneris.  Motion passed 4-0.

C). To approve the financial statements for the period ending August 31, 2022. 


CPA Assistant Priscilla went over the financial statements for the period ending August 31, 2022.  Priscilla explained the Cash and investments were $1,245,483 which was $17,594 higher than this time last year when the District had $1,227,889 in cash and investments.  Priscilla also explained that the tax receivables have been coming in strong and the tax receivables are up –tax receivables were $88,858 up $6,353 from the prior year $77,504.  Priscilla reported revenue of $1,082,914 and expenditures for Fire $399,409 and EMS was $497,068, grant expenditures of $189,552 for a total expenditures of $1,086,029, thus a revenue less than expenditures of $(3,115) for the period ending August 31, 2022.  Priscilla explained this was due to major capital outlay items being spent during the year in the amount of almost $390,000. After the discussion, a motion was made to approve the financial statements for the period ending August 31, 2022 by Commissioner Forneris, motion was seconded by Commissioner Grupe, motion passed 4-0.
