A review of the May 11, 2022 regular board meeting minutes, after the review, a motion to approve the May 11, 2022 regular board meeting minutes as made by Commissioner Hermann, the motion was seconded by Commissioner Grupe, motion passed 4-0.
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2.        DISCUSSION AND/OR ACTION B). To approve the disbursements and/or prepaid for May 12, 2022 to June 15, 2022.

A review of the disbursements and/or prepaids for May 12, 2022 to June 15, 2022 was made.  Discussion of various line items was made by the Commissioners.  EMS disbursements were $50,068.54 and Fire disbursements were $14,758.75.  After questions on the disbursements and/or prepaids were made, a motion to approve the May 12, 2022 to June 15, 2022 was made by Commissioner Swetish, motion was seconded by Commissioner Hermann.  Motion passed 4-0.

DISCUSSION AND/OR ACTION C):  To approve the financial statements for the period ending May 31, 2022.

Accountant Garza went over the financial statements for the period ending May 31, 2022.  Mr. Garza explained the Cash and investments were $1,227,624 which was $70,093 higher than this time last year when the District had $1,157,531 in cash and investments.  Mr. Garza also explained that the tax receivables have been coming in strong and the tax receivables are down – which is a good thing for collections, tax receivables were $93,679 up $1,620 from the prior year $92,059.  Mr. Garza reported revenue of $909,565 and expenditures for Fire $364,751 and EMS was $376,236, grant expenditures of $189,552 for a total expenditures of $930,539, thus a revenue over less than expenditures of $(20,974) for the period ending May 31, 2022.  After the discussion, a motion was made to approve the financial statements for the period ending May 31, 2022 was made by Commissioner Grupe, motion was seconded by Commissioner Swetish, motion passed 3-0.
