A review of the January 11, 2023 regular board meeting minutes, after the review, a motion to approve the January 11, 2023 regular board meeting minutes as made by Commissioner Swetish, the motion was seconded by Commissioner Grupe motion passed 4-0.
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B). To approve disbursements and/or prepaid for January 12, 2023 to February 8, 2023. 

A review of the disbursements and/or prepaids for January 12, 2023 to February 8, 2023 was made. EMS disbursements were $43,629.34, Fire disbursements were $13,319.71. A motion to approve the January 12, 2023 to February 8, 2023 disbursements was made by Commissioner Swetish, motion was seconded by Commissioner Grupe.  Motion passed 4-0.

C). To approve the financial statements for the period ending January 31, 2023. 


Accountant Garza went over the financial statements for the period ending January 31, 2023.  Mr. Garza explained the Cash and investments were $1,568,100 which was $539,587 higher than this time last year when the District had $1,028,512 in cash and investments.  Tax receivables were delayed and will be updating for the next meeting, Mr. Garza reported revenue of $705,976 and expenditures for Fire $90,255 and EMS was $252,581 for a total expenditures of $342,836, thus the revenue were more than expenditures of $363,140 for the period ending January 31, 2023.  Accountant Garza asked for help to allow Mr. Garza access to the online banking to obtain bank statements and other transfers between the funds as needed.  Mr. Garza said he had talked to Mr. Atwood and asked for me to ask the rest of the board.  Commissioners said that would be fine and move forward.  After the discussion, a motion was made to approve the financial statements for the period ending January 31, 2023 by Commissioner Grupe, motion was seconded by Commissioner Swetish, motion passed 4-0.
